E.G. Fisher Public Library – Program’s Rules of Conduct
Introduction: At E.G. Fisher Public Library, we are committed to providing a safe and welcoming environment for all patrons participating in library programs. To ensure the enjoyment and safety of everyone, we have established this Rules of Conduct Process.
Scope: This process applies to all individuals attending library programs, including but not limited to workshops, seminars, storytimes, lectures, and any other organized events hosted by E.G. Fisher Public Library
Class 1 Offenses: Class 1 offenses are severe breaches of conduct that pose a significant threat to the safety, well-being, or rights of others. These offenses include but are not limited to:
· Physical violence or threats of violence towards library staff or patrons.
· Theft or deliberate damage to library property.
· Harassment, including verbal, sexual, or discriminatory harassment.
· Any behavior that poses an immediate danger to others or disrupts the program.
Class 2 Offenses: Class 2 offenses are less severe breaches of conduct that still violate the library's rules and policies. These offenses include but are not limited to:
· Persistent disruptive behavior that interferes with the enjoyment of the program by others.
· Refusal to follow instructions or cooperate with library staff.
· Use of offensive language or gestures.
· Engaging in disrespectful or derogatory discussions related to politics or religion
· Failure to adhere to program-specific guidelines or age restrictions.1289 Ingleside Avenue Athens, Tn 37303
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Consequences: In the event of misconduct, library staff will take appropriate action based on the severity of the offense:
1. Class 1 Offenses: Any individual found to have committed a Class 1 offense will be immediately removed from the program, and law enforcement may be contacted if necessary. The individual may also face suspension or permanent exclusion from future library programs.
2. Class 2 Offenses: For Class 2 offenses, library staff will issue a verbal warning or written notice depending on the severity and frequency of the behavior. Repeat offenders may be asked to leave the program and could face temporary suspension from future library programs.
Appeals Process: Individuals who wish to appeal may submit an appeal in writing to the library director within seven days of the incident. The library director will review the appeal and respond within 30 days from receipt of document.
Resetting Record: Determining a suitable time frame for resetting an individual's record largely depends on various factors, including the severity and frequency of the offenses, the individual's behavior and attitude following the incidents, and the library's policies and procedures regarding disciplinary actions and rehabilitation.
Implementation: This Rules of Conduct Policy will be prominently displayed in program areas and included in program registration materials. Library staff will receive training on how to enforce the policy effectively and respectfully.
Conclusion: By adhering to this Rules of Conduct Process, we aim to foster a positive and inclusive environment where all patrons can participate in library programs safely and enjoyably.
